Additional Moderna Vaccines Coming to Kings County

Hanford, CA - The Kings County Department of Public Health (KCDPH) has received
confirmation that an additional 900 doses of Moderna COVID-19 vaccines should arrive at Kings
County early next week. Additionally, on January 20, 2021, Dr. Erica Pan, California State
Epidemiologist, stated: “Providers that paused vaccine administration from the Moderna lot
41L20A can immediately resume.” Administration of Moderna vaccines from lot 41L20A had
been paused since Sunday, January 17, 2021, due to possible allergic reactions. After
examining all the evidence collected regarding seven (7) allergic reactions, the Western States
Scientific Safety Review Workgroup and additional allergy and immunology specialists “found
no scientific basis to continue the pause”, said Dr. Pan. KCDPH vaccination staff will continue to
exercise vigilance in monitoring patients for allergic reactions after receiving the shot.

Sectors and populations currently prioritized to receive COVID-19 vaccines include all Phase 1A
Tiers, and individuals age 65 or older that are part of Phase 1B, Tier 1. Vaccine supplies are still
very limited and those individuals that are at the highest risk of death or serious illness due to
COVID-19 infection will continue to be prioritized. This involves maintaining an inventory of
enough vaccines for second doses, which affects the availability of first dose appointments.

Currently, the demand for vaccines far exceeds the supply available. “Public Health staff are
working 7 days a week to ensure vaccines are reaching eligible populations, per the State’s
guidance,” said Nichole Fisher, Nursing Division Manager for KCDPH. “We understand the
frustration that some eligible residents might be experiencing when trying to schedule an
appointment for the vaccines and we want to assure them that we will continue to provide
updates and make appointments available as more vaccines are received.”

Individuals that are part of a Phase 1A sector/population should contact the KCDPH at (559)
852-2002 to schedule an appointment, or be placed on a waitlist. The KCDPH will continue to
prioritize these groups through January 29, 2021, after which time appointments will be made
available to additional sectors/populations.

Individuals age 65 or older are the only population from Phase 1B, Tier 1 that is eligible for the
COVID-19 vaccine at this moment. Kings County residents that are age 65 or older should
contact their nearest clinic to schedule an appointment while supplies last, or be placed on a
waitlist pending receipt of additional vaccine doses.

Vacunas Moderna adicionales llegaran al condado de Kings

Hanford, CA — El Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de Kings (KCDPH) ha recibido
la confirmacion de que 900 dosis adicionales de vacunas Moderna COVID-19 deberian llegar al
Condado de Kings a principios de la préxima semana. Ademas, el 20 de enero de 2021, la Dra.
Erica Pan, epidemiologa del estado de California, declar6: "Los proveedores que detuvieron la
administracion de la vacuna Moderna lote 41L20A pueden reanudarla de inmediato". La
administracion de vacunas Moderna del lote 41L20A habia estado en pausa desde el domingo
17 de enero de 2021, debido a posibles reacciones alérgicas. Después de examinar toda la
evidencia recopilada con respecto a siete (7) reacciones alérgicas, el Grupo de Trabajo de
Revision de Seguridad Cientifica de Estados Occidentales y especialistas adicionales en
alergia e inmunologia "no encontraron base cientifica para continuar la pausa", dijo la Dra. Pan.
El personal de vacunacion de KCDPH seguird vigilando a los pacientes para detectar
reacciones alérgicas después de recibir la inyeccion.

Los sectores y poblaciones actualmente priorizados para recibir vacunas COVID-19 incluyen
todos los Niveles de la Fase 1Ay las personas de 65 afios 0 mas que forman parte de la Fase
1B, Nivel 1. Los suministros de vacunas aun son muy limitados y las personas que tienen el
mayor riesgo de muerte o enfermedades graves debido a la infeccion por COVID-19 se seguira
dando prioridad. Esto implica mantener un inventario de vacunas suficientes para las segundas
dosis, lo que afecta la disponibilidad de las citas de la primera dosis.

Actualmente, la demanda de vacunas excede grandemente los suministros disponibles. "El
personal de salud publica trabaja los 7 dias de la semana para garantizar que las vacunas
lleguen a las poblaciones elegibles, segun la orientacion del estado”, dijo Nichole Fisher,
gerente de la division de enfermeria de KCDPH. “Entendemos la frustracion que pueden estar
experimentando algunos residentes elegibles al intentar programar una cita para las vacunas y
gueremos asegurarles que continuaremos proporcionando actualizaciones y haciendo citas
disponibles a medida que se reciban mas vacunas”.

Las personas que forman parte de un sector / poblacién de la Fase 1A deben comunicarse con
el KCDPH al (559) 852-2002 para programar una cita o ser colocados en una lista de espera. El
KCDPH continuara dando prioridad a estos grupos hasta el 29 de enero de 2021, después de
cual tiempo las citas seran disponibles para sectores / poblaciones adicionales.
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Las personas de 65 afios 0 mas son la Unica poblacién de la Fase 1B, Nivel 1 que es elegible
para la vacuna COVID-19 en este momento. Los residentes del condado de Kings que tengan
65 afios 0 mas deben comunicarse con la clinica mas cercana para programar una cita hasta
agotar suministros, o ser colocados en una lista de espera segun se reciben dosis adicionales
de la vacuna.
