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Kings County COVID-19 Vaccines Update

Hanford, CA — On March 8, 2021, Kings County Department of Public Health (KCDPH) will
receive its first shipment of the Janssen (Johnson and Johnson) vaccine as well as the
scheduled shipments of Pfizer and Moderna. This will be the highest vaccine allocation that
KCDPH has received since the vaccine rollout began. After this initial shipment, the Janssen
version will not be available for a couple of weeks, though we still expect to see an increase in
vaccine allocation. “We are very excited to receive shipments of all three vaccines and are
thankful to receive the single dose version, allowing even more people the opportunity to
become fully vaccinated without having to return for a second dose,” said Darcy Pickens,
Assistant Director of Public Health. KCDPH will begin administering all three COVID-19
vaccines during the week of March 8, 2021.

Kings County vaccine providers continue to vaccinate Phase 1A and Phase 1B which includes
adults 65+, Food and Ag, Education, Childcare, and Emergency Services sectors. California
Department of Public Health (CDPH) will soon be further expanding eligibility under Phase 1B.

The OptumServe location in Hanford is still accepting appointments for all sectors in Phase 1A
and Phase 1B, Tier 1. You can visit myturn.ca.gov or contact the State’s call center at 1-833-
422-4255 for assistance with booking an appointment. Many users have reported errors when
attempting to access the MyTurn website when using Internet Explorer or Microsoft Edge. We
suggest using the Google Chrome application. KCDPH is currently using TimeTap to schedule
vaccine appointments for eligible residents of Kings County. Please visit the KCDPH vaccine
page at http://www.kingscovidinfo.com to schedule your appointment. Proof of address and/or
employment status in Kings County will be required at the time of your appointment.

Beginning March 15, 2021, healthcare providers may use their clinical judgement to vaccinate
individuals aged 16-64 who are deemed to be at the very highest risk to get very sick from
COVID-19 because they have the following severe health conditions:

Cancer, current with weakened immune system

Chronic kidney disease, stage 4 or above

Chronic pulmonary disease, oxygen dependent

Down syndrome

Solid organ transplant, leading to a weakened immune system
Pregnancy

Sickle cell disease

Heart conditions, such as heart failure, coronary artery disease, or cardiomyopathies
(but not hypertension)

Severe obesity (Body Mass Index = 40 kg/m?)

e Type 2 diabetes mellitus with hemoglobin Alc level greater than 7.5%

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Actualizacion sobre las vacunas COVID-19 del condado de Kings

Hanford, CA - El 8 de marzo de 2021, el Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de
Kings (KCDPH) recibira su primer envio de la vacuna Janssen (Johnson and Johnson), asi
como los envios programados de Pfizer y Moderna. Esta ser& la asignacion de vacunas mas
alta que ha recibido KCDPH desde que comenz6 el lanzamiento de la vacuna. Después de
este envi6 inicial, la versién de Janssen no estara disponible durante un par de semanas,
aunque aun esperamos ver un aumento en la asignacién de vacunas. "Estamos muy
emocionados de recibir los envios de las tres vacunas y estamos agradecidos de recibir la
version de dosis Unica, lo que brinda a mas personas la oportunidad de vacunarse por
completo sin tener que regresar para una segunda dosis," dijo Darcy Pickens, subdirectora.
KCDPH comenzara a administrar las tres vacunas COVID durante la semana del 8 de marzo
de 2021.

Los proveedores de vacunas del Condado de Kings continan vacunando la Fase 1Ay la Fase
1B, que incluye a adultos mayores de 65 afios, Alimentos y Agricultura, Educacién, Cuidado de
Niflos y Servicios de Emergencia. El Departamento de Salud Publica de California (CDPH)
pronto ampliard ain mas la elegibilidad en la Fase 1B.

La ubicacién de OptumServe en Hanford todavia acepta citas para todos los sectores en la
Fase 1Ay la Fase 1B, Nivel 1. Puede visitar myturn.ca.gov o comunicarse con el centro de
llamadas del estado al 1-833-422-4255 para obtener ayuda y hacer una cita. Actualmente,
KCDPH esta utilizando TimeTap para programar citas de vacunas para los residentes elegibles
del condado de Kings. Visite la pagina de la vacuna KCDPH en http://www.kingscovidinfo.com
para programar su cita. Se requerira comprobante de domicilio y / o estatus laboral en el
condado de Kings al momento de su cita.

A partir del 15 de marzo de 2021, los proveedores de atencidbn médica pueden usar su criterio
clinico para vacunar a las personas de 16 a 64 afios que se considera que tienen el mayor
riesgo de enfermarse gravemente por COVID-19 porque tienen las siguientes condiciones de
salud graves:

» Céancer, actual con sistema inmunoldgico debilitado

+ Enfermedad renal crénica, etapa 4 o mas

+ Enfermedad pulmonar crdénica, dependiente de oxigeno

+ Sindrome de Down

« Trasplante de 6rganos solidos, que conduce a un sistema inmunolégico debilitado.

* El embarazo

* Anemia drepanocitica

« Afecciones cardiacas, como insuficiencia cardiaca, enfermedad de las arterias
coronarias o miocardiopatias (pero no hipertension)
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« Obesidad severa (indice de masa corporal = 40 kg/m?)
+ Diabetes mellitus tipo 2 con nivel de hemoglobina Alc superior al 7.5%
