Two Additional COVID-19 Related Deaths Reported in Kings County

HANFORD, CA — The Kings County Department of Public Health (KCDPH) has
received confirmation of two additonal Novel Coronavirus 2019 (COVID-19) associated
deaths in Kings County. The exposure of the patients is determined to be close contact
to a confirmed case. These individuals were over the age of 65 years old.

“It is with heavy hearts that we report two additional COVID-19 related deaths in Kings
County. We want to express our condolences to the loved ones these individuals leave
behind.” stated Edward Hill, Director of the Kings County Department of Public Health.
“As we continue to make our way through this pandemic, we want to remind everyone
of the importance of protecting themselves as well as all those around them from this
disease.”

The KCDPH confirmed 32 additional cases of a resident being diagnosed with COVID-
19. Of the 32 new cases, seven of them are associated to the positive case count for
Friday, June 26™ and the remaining 25 additional cases reflect today’s case count.
KCDPH has determined that one of the new cases contracted the disease through close
contact with a confirmed case. The exposure of the additional 31 remaining new cases
is still under investigation. Of the total active cases, there are 34 cases being treated in
isolation, and all other cases have been quarantined.

KCDPH is currently conducting communicable disease investigations to identify any
persons who may have had close personal contact with these individuals, including any
friends, family members, or health care professionals, to assess and monitor them for
signs and symptoms of illness. Due to privacy laws, no specific information regarding
any of the 2,350 cases can be shared with the public.

Kings County residents are encouraged to continue following the recommendations
from the California Department of Public Health, the Centers of Disease Control, and
the KCDPH to prevent the spread of COVID-19 in Kings County and protect themselves
and others from respiratory illnesses:

Wash your hands often with soap and water for at least 20 seconds.

Avoid touching your eyes, nose, and mouth with unclean hands.

Stay in your home as much as possible.

Wear a face mask or covering, and practice social distancing of at least six feet if it

is necessary to leave your home.

e Limit close contact, like kissing and sharing cups or utensils, with people who are
sick.

e Clean and disinfect frequently touched objects and surfaces using a regular
household cleaning spray or wipe.

e Cover your cough or sneeze with a tissue, or your elbow.

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Dos Muertes Relacionadas a COVID-19 Reportadas en el Condado de Kings

HANFORD, CA — El Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de Kings (KCDPH)
ha recibido confirmacion de dos muertes adicionales relacionadas al Coronavirus 2019
(COVID-19) en el Condado de Kings. La exposicion del paciente al virus fue por medio
de contacto cercano con un caso confirmado. Los individuos tenian mas de 65 afios de
edad.

‘Es con gran pesar que informamos de dos muertes adicionales relacionadas con
COVID-19 en el Condado de Kings. Queremos expresar nuestras condolencias a los
seres queridos que estas personas dejan atras", declar6 Edward Hill, Director del
Departamento de Salud Publica del Condado de Kings. "A medida que avanzamos en
esta pandemia, queremos recordar a todos la importancia de protegerse a si mismos,
asi como a todos los que los rodean, de esta enfermedad".

KCDPH ha confirmado 32 casos adicionales de residentes diagnosticados con la
enfermedad del COVID-19. De los 32 casos nuevos, siete de ellos estdn asociados al
recuento de casos positivos del viernes 26 de junio y los 25 casos restantes adicionales
reflejan los casos de hoy. KCDPH ha determinado que uno de los casos nuevos
contrajo la enfermedad por medio de contacto cercano con un caso diagnosticado. La
forma de exposicidon de los 31 casos adicionales sigue bajo investigacion. De los casos
activos, 34 estan siendo tratados en aislamiento y los demas casos se encuentran en
cuarentena.

KCDPH esta conduciendo investigaciones de enfermedad comunicable para identificar
cualquier persona que haiga tenido contacto cercano y personal con estos individuos,
incluyendo sus amistades, miembros de familia o profesionales de cuidado de salud,
para asesorar y monitorearlos por sefias y sintomas de la enfermedad. Debido a leyes
de privacidad, ninguna informacién especifica de cualquiera de los 2,350 casos puede
ser compartida con el publico.

Se recomienda que Residentes del Condado de Kings continlen siguiendo las
recomendaciones del Departamento de Salud Publica de California, los Centros de
Control de Enfermedad, y KCDPH para prevenir propagacion de COVID-19 en el
Condado de Kings y protegerse a si mismos y a otros de enfermedades respiratorias:

Lavese las manos seguido con jabon y agua por 20 segundos.

Evite tocar sus 0jos, nariz, y boca con manos no lavadas.

Permanezca en su hogar lo mas posible.

Utilice una mascarilla o cualquier cubrimiento en su cara y practique distanciamiento

social de por lo menos 6 pies (2 metros) si es necesario salir de su hogar.

e Limite el contacto cercano, tal como besar y compartir vasos o utensilios con
personas enfermas.

e Limpie y desinfecte objetos y superficies que son tocados seguido usando spray o
toallita de limpieza regular.

e Cubra su toz o estornudo con un pafuelo de papel, o su codo.
